PEGS

· Political - type of political system (e.g., republic, dictatorship); international relations (e.g., treaties, alliances, diplomacy, war); protecting and promoting national interests; power; how citizens interact with government and vice versa;  the role of media (e.g, social media, news, youtube), corruption, individual rights; representation of the people
· Economic - type of economic system: how people are able to buy/sell goods and services (e.g., free market, socialist, or mixed economic system); flow of money; the type of business or work that most people in the economy have (e.g., farming, factory labor, IT or service, etc.); trade with other countries; debt and money lending; investment; property ownership; financial gain; economic opportunity v. financial equity; 
· Geographic - territory; resources (and access to them); raw materials; land ownership; borders and that they often force different social groups to mix; migration (immigration and emigration); climate; pollution’s effects
· Social - class or caste system; ethnicity; race; religion; beliefs/ideology based on similarities and differences between peoples or countries/groups; language; sex or gender
